2009 FINAL RESULTS... The Golden Bears finished the 2009 season 33-23
overall and sixth in the Northern Sun Conference with a 15-9 record.  They
advanced to the NSIC Tournament, where they were eliminated with losses to #9
Winona State and Minnesota Duluth.

GOLDEN BEARS SET NEW RECORDS AT THE PLATE ... The 2009
Concordia softball squad was one of the best offensive teams in program history.
They improved on all three previous team batting records in the 2009 campaign,
putting up a .305 season batting average, a .358 on-base percentage and a .434
slugging percentage.  The former record marks were .297 (2004), .350 (2004)
and .417 (2006), respectively.

CONCORDIA PUTS SIX ON ALL-NSIC TEAMS... The Golden Bears had six
players named to the All-NSIC teams, announced Thursday by the NSIC office.
Anna Bjorlin and Abby Brundidge have been named to the All-NSIC First
Team, while Katie Anderson, Calli Brennan, Jamie Lindboe and Stephanie
Schmikla made it to the All-NSIC Second Team.  The Golden Bears matched
Winona State for the most All-Conference honorees this year.
This is the second All-NSIC First Team honor for Bjorlin, who is leading the
Golden Bears with a .362 batting average and 63 hits on the season.
Brundidge has made her third straight All-NSIC First Team appearance after
being named the season’s Preseason Player of the Year.  She put up a .351
batting average through NSIC play.
The Golden Bears had all three of their freshman donned to the All-Conference
Second Team.  The trio takes up three of the team’s top four batting averages
this season.

BASE STEALING 101... Concordia University senior Natalie
Mast finished her career as a Golden Bear with 101 stolen
bases.  Mast added a team and NSIC high 21 steals to her
career total in 2009 to sit atop the Golden Bear caree record
book with 101 swipes.  She owns a season record for steals
with 43 nabbed in 2008.  Mast led the Northern Sun
Intercollegiate Conference in steals for two straight years, with
her 21 steals an NSIC high in 2009.  She recorded three
steals in five career games (1x in 2009), which is a single

game high for CU.

TEAM OF THIEFS... The Golden Bears were the second-leading team in the
NSIC for stolen bases, taking 84 on the year with an average 1.50 steals per
game.  The team had three players with more than ten steals.

HEAD COACH BOB BARTEL

Having completed his fifth season at
the helm of the Golden Bear softball
program, coach Bob Bartel has
amassed a 175-108 overall record and
has gone 58-30 in NSIC regular season
games.
In his first season as head coach at CU

in 2005, Bartel led Concordia to a 44-15 record.  The
Golden Bears made an incredible postseason run that year,
downing Emporia State 4-0 in the North Central Region
Championship game to make the school’s first-ever NCAA
Elite Eight Berth. 
Bartel turned around with another 44 wins in 2006 and

advanced to the North Central Region Championship game
once again.  The 44 wins in 2005 and 2006 remain a school
record.  Bartel guided both squads to NSIC Tournament
Championship titles prior to reaching the NCAA Central
Regional Tournament.
Prior to being named the newest head coach at

Concordia, Bartel spent seven seasons as assistant coach
for the Golden Bears, working under current CU athletic
director Tom Rubbelke.

Bartel coached the program’s first NFCA Second Team
All-American in Kristen Schmidt.  In addition, he mentored
the NSIC’s 2006 Player of the Year, Amanda Yurek, 33
NSIC First Team selections and five NCAA North Central
Region First Team selections.  
Bob and his wife, Michelle, live in Woodbury, Minn. and

have three children, Tom, Lauren and James.

TURNIN’ TIME... The Golden Bear defense was the best in the
NSIC at turning double plays this season.  They turned two outs  24
times on the year, which was nine times more than any other NSIC
defense through CU’s season.  The team’s turning performances
brought them in at 14th best in the nation, averaging .43 per game.

BJORLIN LEADS GOLDEN BEARS...
Concordia junior Anna Bjorlin was the top-hitting
Golden Bear in 2009, hitting .360 on the season,
including a .395 average through the NSIC
schedule.  Bjorlin was honored as the NFCA
Louisville Slugger National Player of the Week on
March 22 after hitting .773 through the week’s six
games.  She had a team high 11 doubles and
also stole 17 bases.  Bjorlin had one of the best
eyes at the plate, drawing 23 walks and only

striking out 12 times on the year.

TOUGH ON TOP FOES... The Golden Bears had a positive
experience against top-ranked teams in the nation in 2009, winning
four of their seven games against ranked opponents.  They started
the season with a win over #13 Lewis University and later took a
decision from #7 Ferris State, winning both games by a single run.
They then split NSIC doubleheaders with #24 Minnesota State and
#9 Winona State before falling to the Warriors in the first game of the
NSIC Tournament.

NOTHING LOST WITH SUBSTITUTION... Cassye McMahon
stepped up to the plate in limited situations this season and let her
bat fly, going 3-for-7 (.429) with a double and four RBI.  She drove in
two runs with a double to right center in the final game of the
season.  McMahon also drew a walk and hit a sacrifice fly
throughout the year.

FALL FROM GRACE... The Golden Bears, who worked their way
into the top of the NSIC standings in the final month of the season,
dropped seven straight games to end the 2009 season.  The losing
streak prompted them to fall out of the Central Region poll and
caused them to miss the 2009 NCAA Tournament.  The team had
been ranked among the top 10 in the region all season.

DON’T RUN AWAY... The Golden Bears were adept at catching
runners who wandered too far from their base, picking off 14
baserunners on the season.  Junior catcher Nikki Scherr was
responsible for throwing out each of these 14 victims, most often
connecting with shortstop Sami Mattson to put out opponents at
second base.  This was, by far, the highest number of pickoffs in the
NSIC in 2009.

ANYTHING BUT ROOKIES... Concordia had three
team leaders with the title freshman in front of their
names.  Jamie Lindboe was a top hitter with a .355
average and 22 extra base hits.  She topped all players
in triples (7), home runs (9) and slugging percentage
(.648).  Katie Anderson came in third on the team with
a .321 average.  She was a terror on the paths with 24
bunt singles and a perfect 19-of-19 stolen bases.  Calli
Brennan followed with a .318 average, marking 55 hits
and 28 RBI with only 16 strikeouts on the year.

180 FEET RECORDS... A number of Concordia records
were broken this season in the category of triples.  As a
team, the Golden Bears hit a program high 19, while
freshman Jamie Lindboe set an individual season
record with nine three-baggers on the year.  Only six
other softball athletes in Division II competition hit more
triples than Lindboe, with five athletes hitting 8-9 triples
and the DII leader tripling 13 times.  
Concordia’s record for triples in a game jumped to four
against Chadron State on February 20.  In that game,
Lindboe whacked a new individual record with a pair of
triples, with Tiff Rodd to match her record with two against Northern State
on April 18.  Anna Bjorlin improved her school record by adding three
triples to her career figure, which now stands at 13.  On the season, the
Golden Bears led the NSIC in three-baggers, averaging .34 per game.
This was the 21st highest triple average in the nation.

SCHMIKLA WINS NUMBER 18... Sophomore pitcher
Stephanie Schmikla won 18 games on the 2009
season, the highest number of wins by a Concordia
pitcher since 2006 when Kristen Schmidt won 27
games.  Schmikla’s 18 wins is the fifth highest number
of wins for a single season in Concordia NCAA history.
Schmikla has won 30 games in two years with the
Golden Bears.  She has a 2.63 career ERA with 147
strikeouts, 42 complete games and seven saves.

Schmikla was reliable to not only complete her own games, but she
stepped in to clean up her teammate’s games, as well.  The sophomore
recorded five saves on the year, which ranked her 9th in the nation.

BIG HITTERS LEAD IN AVERAGE... Two of Concordia’s most prized
power hitters were the leading hitters in terms of average in the week
leading up to the NSIC Tournament, with Jamie Lindboe batting a team
high .375 and Abby Brundidge batting .368 over the week’s six games.
Lindboe drilled two doubles, a triple and a home run to gain a team high
five RBI.

with 43 hits, 34 runs scored, nine doubles and
17 RBI ... 3rd in the NSIC for walks with 29 on
the year ... hit her second career home run on

Apr. 19 against the University of Mary ... added another three-
steal game to her record-holding resume on Mar. 13 vs. Dowling
College ... batted 2-for-2 with two walks, two runs scored, an RBI
and a stolen base in the final game of her career ... leaves CU as
the all-time leader in steals (101) and walks (98); holds single
season records for steals (43, 2008) and walks (29, 2009).

#3 Katie Anderson, Fr., RF - All-NSIC Second
Team ... came in third on the team with a .321
batting average her rookie year ... quickly
became known as the speedster on the team,
reaching safely with 24 bunt singles and
stealing 19 bases (2nd NSIC) ... had nine
sacrifice bunts ... notched 51 hits and 13 RBI
on the year with four doubles ... scored 29 runs

NFCA Louisville Slugger National Player of the
Week on Apr. 22, batting .773 through six
games with 17 hits in 22 at-bats, including 3
2B, 1 3B and 1 HR prior ... NSIC Player of the
Week on Apr. 20 ... led the Golden Bears with
a .360 batting average her junior season ... set

a new CU single game record with five hits against the University
of Mary on 4/19 ... 6th in NSIC with a .441 on-base pct. ... led
team with 63 hits (6th in NSIC), 3rd with 33 RBI ... led team with
11 doubles, also had three triples and a home run... tied for 5th in
NSIC with 17 stolen bases ... took 23 free passes on the year and
was struck out only 12 times ... had a team high 16 multiple hit
games ... had five games where she was perfect at the plate and
was not put out, including a 5-5 game and two 4-4 games... in her
5-5 game, Bjorlin had four singles and a three-run home run ... hit

.351 average in NSIC games ... knocked out a
team high ten extra base hits through NSIC
play, including eight doubles ... went 2-for-2 at
the plate with a set of doubles and drew two
walks in CU’s win over Minnesota Duluth on
Mar. 29 ... also hit two doubles and marked

three RBI against the University of Mary on Apr. 19 ... had a 4-for-
4 game against Augustana College on Apr. 26 ... got the Golden
Bears on the board in their NSIC Tournament game against  #9
Winona State, launching a 2-run home run, her fourth long ball of
the year.

#31 Nikki Scherr, Jr., C - Scherr played and
started in all but one game behind the mask
for the Golden Bears as a junior ... led the
NSIC in throwing out 20 attempted base
stealers ... only allowed 27 stolen bases on the
year, one of the best defensive numbers in the
league ... had an incredible 14 pick-offs this
season, the highest number in the NSIC ...
batted .246 on the season with seven doubles,

two triples and two home runs ... had a season high three RBI
against Stonehill on Mar. 12, launching a three-run homer as part
of an eight-run inning ... put up a .972 fielding average on the
year.

2009 CONCORDIA GOLDEN BEARS SOFTBALL

A young Concordia University softball
squad took to the field in 2009 excited to
face a new 14-team league and ready to
gauge their talent against some of the best
teams in the nation.  The Golden Bears
achieved many goals set for the year and
were one of the best batting teams in the
league.  They finished the season 33-23
overall and took sixth place in the Northern
Sun Intercollegiate Conference (NSIC)
with a 15-9 record.  

Despite having a tremendous amount of
youth on the team, the Golden Bears saw
numerous records set, including three new
team batting records.  The 2009 squad
was one of the best offensive teams in
program history, putting up a .305 season
batting average, a .358 on-base
percentage and a .434 slugging
percentage.  The former marks were .297
(2004), .350 (2004) and .417 (2006),
respectively.

Concordia led the conference for hitting
triples, setting a new CU single season
record with 19 three-baggers drilled on the
year.  The program’s record for triples in a
game jumped to four against Chadron
State on February 20.  Freshman Jamie
Lindboe set an individual season record
with nine triples her rookie year.  She had
two of the team’s four triples against
Chadron, which set a new individual single
game record.  Junior Tiff Rodd later
matched the mark with two triples against
Northern State on April 18.   The final triple
record set this season was reached by
Anna Bjorlin, who boosted her career-
leading triple record to a new high of 13.

The Golden Bears had six players named
to All-Conference teams in 2009, which
matched Winona State for the most
honorees by an NSIC team this season.
Anna Bjorlin and Abby Brundidge were
named All-Northern Sun Conference First

Team, while Katie Anderson, Calli
Brennan, Jamie Lindboe and Stephanie
Schmikla made it on the All-NSIC Second
Team.  This is the second All-NSIC First
Team honor for Bjorlin, who led the Golden
Bears with a .360 average and 63 hits on
the season.  Brundidge has made her third
straight All-NSIC First Team appearance
after being named the season’s Preseason
Player of the Year.  She put up a .351
average through NSIC play.  Concordia
had all three if its freshmen donned to the
All-NSIC Second Team.  The trio took up
three of the team’s top four batting
averages on the year.

Concordia started the season out with a
huge 2-1 win over #13 Lewis University in
the season opener with freshman Calli
Brennan collecting both RBI from a single
and a walk.  After going 7-2 to start the
season, the Golden Bears hit a rough
patch on their spring break trip to the
Rebel Spring Games, going 6-8 overall.
They ended the trip on a strong note,
however, taking their second win over a
ranked opponent in #7 Ferris State with a
final score of 3-2.  Freshman Jamie
Lindboe delivered a two-RBI double to put
Concordia up 2-0 in the first inning. 

As is the usual par for course with an
outdoor spring sport in the Midwest, the
Golden Bears were faced with some
weather problems as the NSIC season

approached in the beginning of April.
Forced to play their home openers on a
neutral field (Rice & Arlington Fields in St.
Paul, Minn.) with playing conditions less
than desirable at game time, the Golden
Bears split doubleheaders with Bemidji
State and Minnesota Duluth on March 28-
29.  They then put up 13 wins in their next
14 games (11-12 in NSIC play) to jump
ahead in the NSIC standings.  

A big win for Concordia came as they
played their first doubleheader at Dunning
Field on April 8.  Matched up against #24
Minnesota State, the Golden Bears forced
a split on the day, falling 1-3 in the first
game and then responding with a come-
from-behind 5-4 win in the second game.

Scoring late runs became the calling card
for the 2009 Golden Bears, resulting in
many exciting, but stressful matchups for
Concordia faithful.  The team scored more
than twice as many runs in the sixth inning
of NSIC matchups (34) than any other
inning (high 16, 4th inning).

Concordia made a huge run in the month
of April, winning 13-of-14 games from the
fourth through the 19th.  Stephanie
Schmikla threw a complete game shutout
to put the Golden Bears over St. Cloud
State in non-conference action on April 10,
the first of four straight games the Golden
Bears took against the Huskies.  

Anna Bjorlin got her bat going in a big
way in the team’s finals six games of an
11-game winning streak.  She was named
the NFCA Louisville Slugger National
Player of the Week on April 22 after batting
.773 with 17 hits in 22 at-bats.  Bjorlin
rapped three doubles, a triple and a home
run in her streak for a 1.136 slugging
percentage and a .783 on-base mark.  This
was the second time in program history
that the Golden Bears had an athlete
honored as the National Player of the
Week.

Armed with a 13-3 league mark and an 11-
game winning streak, the Golden Bears
were set for one of their toughest
conference matchups of the season,
hosting #9 Winona State on April 21.  The
Warriors struck early and used a solid

pitching effort from Stacey Struzynski to
take a 6-3 win in the opening game.
Concordia answered with a 4-2 win in the
nightcap, putting up three runs in the sixth
inning to solidify the decision.  Tiff Rodd
drove in a pair of runs with a two-out hit
singled sharply through the left side.

Concordia followed up their strong play
against the Warriors with a series split at
Wayne State, another leading foe in the
NSIC.  Schmikla threw a one-hit shutout in
the 3-0 win over the Wildcats, frustrating
the WSC hitters who popped out for 14 of
their 21 outs.  Nikki Scherr delivered the
game-winning swing in the fifth inning, a
two-run homer that gave the Golden Bears
all the runs they would need, although
Lindboe provided a security run with a
homer in the seventh inning.

In a conference in which the top teams
were separated by only the slimmest of
margins, Concordia’s upcoming sweep by
Augustana College dropped them to sixth
in the NSIC standings with a 15-7 record
instead of allowing them to play for a
regular season title on their home turf
during their regular season finale.  Just two
days after the blow by the Vikings, the
Golden Bears were pitted against
Southwest Minnesota State, who delivered
two shutouts to sweep CU and earn their
fourth straight NSIC title.

Concordia entered the 2009 NSIC
Tournament in Marshall, Minn. on May 1
as the #6 seed.  They played #3 Winona
State (ranked #9 nationally) in the first
game of the tournament.  The Golden
Bears hit the ball well, putting up seven
hits to WSU’s six in the game, but they
stranded eight baserunners and gave up
four homers on their way to the 6-2 loss.
They again had their bats going in the
elimination game against Minnesota
Duluth later in the day, striking out ten hits
and seven runs.  Fielding blunders led to
four unearned runs for the Bulldogs,
however, and with 13 Concordia
baserunners left on the paths, the team
was sent down in a 9-7 game.  The loss
ended the Golden Bear season and set
their final record at 33-23 overall.

While the season did not
last as long as they had
hoped, the Golden Bears
look ahead to a very
promising future.  They
lose only one starter from
the 2009 lineup in Natalie
Mast and have a plethora
of talented bats returning
to the lineup for next
season, as well as the
promise of a highly
talented recruiting class
joining the roster for 2010.

Anna Bjorlin led the
team with a .360 batting
average followed by the
three Concordia
freshmen, Jamie
Lindboe (.355), Katie
Anderson (.321) and
Calli Brennan (.318).

Lindboe brought the heavy bat to the
lineup, drilling nine homers and seven
triples while putting up a team high .658
slugging percentage.  Anderson was the
team speedster, collecting 24 bunt singles
to go with her perfect 19-19 stolen bases.
Brennan balanced her game with eight
doubles, two triples, three homers and 4-
of-5 stolen bases.

Not to be forgotten in their efforts are a
number of returning players.  Junior Tiff
Rodd was one of the best first basemen in
the NSIC, putting up a .983 fielding
average with only five errors all season.
She batted .441 through an 18-4 streak
that turned their season around and had
her hand in an NSIC high 17 double plays
turned.  

Natalie Mast led the conference with 21
stolen bases on the year, increasing her
record-setting career mark to 101.  The
Golden Bears were the second most
aggressive base-running team in the
NSIC, swiping 84 bags on the year for an
average of 1.5 per game.  

Sophomore Stephanie Schmikla was the
leading thrower from the circle in 2009,
gaining 18 season wins with 24 complete
games in 30 starts.  She threw four
shutouts with 205.1 innings of work on the
year and a 2.97 ERA.  Sophomore Cassye
McMahon made 26 appearances and put
up a 13-9 record with a 2.41 ERA.  She
threw two complete games and held
opponents to a .240 batting average.
Jenn Kaminski is the only other player
aside from Mast who will not return to the
2010 CU roster.  Set to graduate early,
Kaminski appeared in 12 games her final
season with the Golden Bears.  She
pitched 36 innings with one save and put
up a 2-1 record.
